Issachar (Tribe of Israel) was Gifted
to Know the Signs of the Times

1 Chron. 12: 32 “of the sons of Issachar who had understanding of the times (as-
tronomy and calendars), to know what Israel ought to do, their chiefs were two
hundred; and all their brethren were at their command.”

The imagery of the sun, moon, and stars on a bluish black sky as their tribal symbol is
significant, symbolizing their expertise in celestial matters and their role in guiding Israel

in the observation of festivals and other religious observances according to the proper
timing. Issachar’s understanding of the celestial bodies may have played a part in rec-
ognizing the fulfillment of Messianic prophecies. The mention of a star over the manger
announcing the Messiah’s arrival is reminiscent of the star of Bethlehem, which guided the
Magi to the newborn Jesus.

Jesus rebuked the multitudes for

not knowing the signs of the times
Luke 12: 54 -56 “Then He also said to the multitudes, ‘Whenever you see a cloud
rising out of the west, immediately you say, ‘A shower is coming;’ and so it is. And
when you see the south wind blow you say ‘there will be hot weather’; and there is.
Hypocrites! You can discern the face of the sky and of the earth, but how is it you do

not discern this time?”

Jesus will complete His work of restoration
Eph. 1:10 Msg “He set it all out before us in Christ, a long range plan in which ev-
erything would be brought together and summed up in him, everything in deepest

heaven, everything in planet earth.”

Signs of the Times
The end will not come without warnings; rumors of war, increased pestilence, in-
creased persecution for believers, increased natural disasters, the rise of many
false prophets.

Most Recent Signs or Fulfillment of Prophecies

2017 - US Establishing Jerusalem as the Capital of Israel, the Jew’s eternal cap-

ital; No other nation has claimed it as their capital, for 70 years the US did not considered
Jerusalem to be part of Israel. The significance of Jerusalem: God has chosen Jerusalem
and will dwell there forever Psalm 132:13-14, Abraham put his son on the alter, David defeat-
ed the Jebusites (3000 years ago) and reclaimed Jerusalem as the capital city for the Jewish
people, Isaiah and Jeremiah established the moral foundations of western civilization, Jesus
said to pray for the peace of Israel, Jesus rode into Jerusalem on a donkey, hung on a cross,
rose from the dead, will return to the Mount of Olives and split it in half. He will walk through
Messiah’s Gate ,the Eastern Gate, and set up his throne. Everything in the future worth
talking about will happen in Jerusalem.

2022 - Five rabbi-approve red heifers arriving from Texas - The cows have been
inspected by rabbis and were found to be acceptable. They are red and unblemished, mak-
ing them ritually pure for sacrifice under the law of Moses. This allows priest to become
ritually pure according to Mosaic law. The ashes of a red heifer are required, according to
the Book of Numbers. Boneh Israel, has purchased land on the Mount of Olives that meets
the requirements for a biblical sacrifice outside of a temple. '

children of Israel, that they bring you a red heifer without blemish, in which there is no defect and
on which a yoke has never come.”
